Murphysboro City Council Meeting
April 14, 2015

The Murphysboro, lllinois, City Council met in regular session, pursuant to its
ordinances, on the 14™" day of April, 2015. Mayor Stephens called the meeting to
order at 7:00 p.m. and Pastor Larry Gilbert led the council in prayer. Following the
invocation, Mayor Stephens led the council in the pledge of allegiance to the flag.
Mayor Stephens then directed City Clerk Cottonaro to call the roll. The roll was

Mayor Stephens presented Key to the City of Murphysboro plagues to Alderman

‘ REQUESTS FROM THE FLOOR

Mr. Freeman of the VFW informed the council that the last weekend of May is
Wounded Warrior Day, May 29, 2015. They will be hosting a dinner on Friday,
fishing tournament on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.

Mr. Freeman wished to inform the council that there is a vast amount of video
gaming going on in the city. Without an alcohol license establishments are not able
to get video gaming. The local clubs are in trouble if we don’t stop it; that is how
they are surviving. They support us but other out-of-town establishment owners do
not. Alderman Bratton stated they should not be in grocery stores or convenience
stores. Mayor suggested we try to change our ordinance as without specific reasons
you cannot refuse an alcohol license. Attorney Heller indicated the difficulty is how
we have our liquor license set up. Mayor Stephens suggested a meeting with
Attorney Heller regarding a change to our ordinance and invited club owners to
attend if they.

Larry Gilbert addressed the council on behalf of the Ministerial Alliance concerning
the concert series and the serving of alcohol. Mayor Stephens indicated he
suggested alcohol as a fund raiser for those events for the two clubs. The council
informed Mr. Freeman of the VFW to hold off on the alcohol issue for awhile.

Blaine Ensore commended the newly elected officials and those going off the
council.

Gloria Capos discussed the issue of water and mosquitoes at the old jacket factory.
Alderman Pierson informed her she should bring the issue to the health department.
Mayor Stephens stated we should pump it out and put in pellets ourselves and send
the owner the bill. Eric was instructed to contact the building owner and ask him to
install a pump and give him a deadline to have the work completed.

MAYOR’S REPORT ‘

Bids were opened at the Public Safety Committee meeting for a new dispatch
console. Due to the lack of a quorum a vote could not be taken. Roy Walker
Communications was the only bidder at $234,829.40. Mayor would recommend a
discussion and approval of this purchase. Alderman McComb stated that previously
when we checked into the cost of discontinuing this service the county would charge
an initial fee of $50,000 plus a monthly cost. Chief Hollo stated we now give
immediate assistance with in-walks coming in here; if we discontinue we will lessen
the police response. County calls would come first before our calls. We need to
keep policing at the local level. Alderman Ardrey stated we should contact Mickey
Vandaloo to see if there are any possibilities of getting a grant for this. Alderman
Costa inquired if we wouldn't still have someone here at desk, we would not. Brian
Manwaring informed the council that there is a deadline date for the purchase which
is the end of April. Mayor Stephens stated we would decide this at the April 27t
meeting after the hurdle of finding out whether we could write a grant for the
purchase. Alderman Bratton inquired as to the process for advertising for bidders.
He was told that we had posted on our web site and placed an ad in the paper.

Attorney Heller stated that although the Zoning Board of Appeals approved the
zoning, it hasn’t submitted its findings to this board so we cannot move on the
ordinance amending the zoning for 1441 North 14™ Street to an agricultural district
and amending Section 40-4-5 of the Zoning Code adding as a special-use in the
agricultural district of mental health and substance abuse treatment facilities.
Attorney Prosser asked we table the ordinance and address it at a special meeting
on the 27" when we have our committee meetings. .

Motion: To approve the ordinance adding Division IV-Hazardous Materials to
Chapter 30 of the Revised Code authoring in the fire department to remove
hazardous material incidents and imposing expenses thereof.
